She took the goatskins and covered his hands and the smooth
nape of his neck. Then she placed the hearty meal she had fixed and fresh bread
she’d baked into the hands of her son Jacob.

He went to his father and said, “My father!” “Yes?” he said. “Which son are you?”
Jacob answered his father, “I’'m your firstborn son Esau. | did what you told me.
Come now; sit up and eat of my game so you can give me your personal blessing.”

Isaac said, “So soon? How did you get it so quickly?” “Because your God cleared
the way for me.” Isaac said, “Come close, son; let me touch you—are you really my
son Esau?”

So Jacob moved close to his father Isaac. Isaac felt him and said, “The voice is
Jacob’s voice but the hands are the hands of Esau.” He didn’t recognize him
because his hands were hairy, like his brother Esau’s.

But as he was about to bless him he pressed him, “You’re sure? You are my son
Esau?”
“Yes. lam.”

[Jacob’s trickery was soon exposed and Esau vowed to hunt and kill Jacob.
Rebekah and Isaac implored Jacob to get to safety.]

Jacaob left Beersheba and went to Haran. He came to a certain place and camped
for the night since the sun had set. He took one of the stones there, set it under his
head and lay down to sleep. And he dreamed: A stairway was set on the ground
and it reached all the way to the sky; angels of God were going up and going down
on it.

Then God was right before him, saying, “l am God, the God of Abraham your father
and the God of Isaac. I'm giving the ground on which you are sleeping to you and to
your descendants. Your descendants will be as the dust of the Earth; they'll stretch
from west to east and from north to south.
